Because of this, Carlo Gavazzi
offers as standard features in all
TRIPLESHIELD™ capacitive sen-
sors a userfriendly sensitivity
adjustment instead of having a
fixed sensing range, extended

Capacitive sensors have the
unique ability to detect almost all
materials, either in liquid or solid
form. Capacitive sensors can
detect metallic as well as non-
metallic objects, however, their
traditional use is for non-metallic
materials such as:

Cleansers, fertilisers, liquid
soaps, corrosives and petro-
chemicals.

Saw dust, paper products,
door and window frames.

The big-
ger the size of an object, the
higher the density of material, the
better or easier it is to detect the
object.
